Members
· Number of members: approximately 1500.  Of these, 1300 have tennis memberships; 200 have athletic memberships; 95 social memberships

· 900 members play on USTA teams. There are 34 teams, organized and captained by club members. Teams include all levels of play; ages from 18 through 65; and teams for men, women, and mixed.

· A survey of the 1000 USTA team members shows diversity of race: 40% Asians, Hispanic, African-American, and others.

· SFTC supports the gay and lesbian community.

· Members are mostly middle class – teachers, principals, social workers, fire, police real estate agents, lawyers, and self-employed.

· During the week, the Club opens at 5:30 to accommodate recreation before work and stays open until 10 (Monday & Friday) and 11 (Tuesday – Thursday) to accommodate recreation after work.

Non-members
· Guests play at the club for a small additional fee. There is a Free Guest Day every month.

· The Club is open to non-member juniors who participate in clinics, Tennis Camp, and on their high school teams.

· The Club is open to non-member adults who participate in clinics and Member-Guest tournaments.

Membership

· There is no initiation fee. There is a $50 processing fee for joining. For this, new members get a tennis lesson, lunch at the café, and a new member party. 

· Monthly dues: Tennis memberships are in categories based upon age – youth, juniors (18-35) and over 35 – and single or family. 

· Youth pay $80-90. Junior singles pay $117. Junior families pay $157. Singles pay $147-160. Families pay $199-225.

· Athletics memberships range from $75 for a junior to $136 for a family.

Community Service
The Club reaches out to youth and community groups and has a long-term record of community support.

Youth

· Youth Tennis Advantage – A non-profit organization for youths in low-income communities of San Francisco that provides academic tutoring and tennis.  SFTC has partnered with YTA for over 20 years, raising money through charity events, offering of scholarships and meeting rooms.

· SFTC provides tennis scholarships for S.F. high school youths. There were 3 in 2006.

Gay/Lesbian

· Many of the GLTF (Gay/Lesbian Tennis Federation) also belong to SFTC.  The majority of the GLTF Board is also members of SFTC.

· Many GLTF members are on integrated USTA teams. 

· Many GLTF members participate in SFTC tennis activities, clinics, and social events.

· SFTC hosts the GLTF Friday night social for 3 years.

· SFTC provides coaching for gay/lesbian team at SF State

· SFTC provides courts for gay/lesbian team practice

· SFTC is the site of the mixed doubles portion of the annual US Gay Open tournament. SFTC is the site of their social.

Police and Fire 

· For 6 years, SFTC has hosted the annual fundraiser – “Guns & Hoses” – which supports the families of Police & Fire departments.

Schools and seniors

· SFTC provides courts to high schools, which need tennis courts for their programs.

· SFTC provides universities with indoor practice courts – Cal, Stanford, USF

· Held the Pro-Am fund-raiser for the USF tennis program

· USF’s and Cal’s women’s team participate in our Cal Cutter tournament that raises money for their programs

· NCAA national championships could not have come to the Bay Area without indoor tennis courts as a backup. NCAA had rainouts this year and used SFTC for their matches.

· SFTC is a site for the Men’s 65 indoor national tournament for five years.

Jobs
· SFTC employs over 100 people; 60% are minorities

· 42 are full time. 

· 21 employees have worked at SFTC for over 10 years

· Jobs include service positions such as maintenance, laundry, security, front desk, kitchen staff, and food servers.

Recreation

The Tennis Club currently offers tennis, recreation, and wellness:

· 12 indoor courts for year-round play

· 12 outdoor courts, 7 are lighted.

· Cardiovascular room, weight room, 2 exercise studios, Pilates room with 6 reformers

· 36 organized classes per week – yoga, cycling, kick boxing, Pilates, Salsa dancing, 

· Wellness programs – Fitness testing, Injury Prevention Seminars, Nutrition and Exercise Seminars, Move Those Feet Clinics, Ski Conditioning, and Women’s Health and Fitness Seminars

· Juniors’ Academy after-school program
· Roof-top Clinics for members and non-members

· Café

· Pro shop

· Racquet stringing

· Childcare for those using the facility

Club History:

· Constructed in 1974 by Mel Weiss (Mel’s Drive-in); has12 indoor and 16 outdoor courts.

· Designed by T.Y. Lim, the country's most famous structural engineer, and Kukla, Yang & Associates. Construction consisted of post-tensioned concrete, which was revolutionary for its time. 

· Wells Fargo Bank reclaimed the property 1975. 

· Shortly after, shopping center magnate Alfred Taubman assumed ownership 

· At the Republican national convention in 1980, Mr. Taubman met Robert Dedman, Sr. and struck a deal for ClubCorp of Dallas to purchase the property in 1981.

·  When it renovated the rooftop courts’ lighting and windscreens in 1998, the number of outdoor courts was reduced to 12. In 2000 the Club spent $350,000 to repair all perimeter court walls from earthquake damage and repaint the entire building.

· Robert Dedman, Sr. died in 2002. Club Corp is currently being sold to KSL Capital Partners for $1.8 billion dollars.
